JUNIORS 
TADPOLES 'A' On/off lead rein - for beginners only - at discretion of organisers. 
 Jumps as low as possible.  Novice horses can go Hors Concours 
TADPOLES 'B' As above - jumps a fraction higher 
NB:  If a ‘Tadpole’ enters Class 1 or above they must go H/C in the Tadpole Class 
 
 
JUNIOR Rider born in or after 1992.  Ponies 148cm and under 
CLASS 1 Novice Rider - Rider not to have won a first prize in any show jumping competition, more than 8 

points in classes 1 & 2 or 4 points in classes 3-6.   Fences approx 55cm 
CLASS 2 Novice Pony - Pony not to have won a first prize in any show jumping competition more than 8 points 

in classes 1 & 2 or 4 points in classes 3-6.   Fences approx 55cm 
CLASS 3 Intermediate Pony - Not to have won more than 12 points in this class at a GGH competition. (Points 

applicable to any one pony/rider combination).   Fences approx 60cm 
CLASS 4 Cubhunter - Fences approx70cm 
CLASS 5 Advanced Intermediate Handicap - Fences 75cm, 80cm, 90cm 
CLASS 6 Open Handicap – Fences approx 80cm, 90cm & 1m 

Please state rider's age and height of pony for classes 5 & 6 
 
SENIOR  
CLASS 7 Novice Rider - Rider not to have won a first prize in any show jumping competition more than 16 

points in classes 7 & 8, or 8 points in classes 9-12.   Fences approx 60cm 
CLASS 8 Novice Horse/Pony - Horse/Pony not to have won a first prize in any show jumping competition, 

more than 16 points in classes 7 & 8, or 8 points in classes 9-12.   Fences approx 60cm 
CLASS 9 Intermediate - Not to have won more than 12 points in this class at GGH (Points applicable to any 

one horse/pony rider combination).   Fences approx 65cm 
CLASS 10 Forage Stakes   Fences approx 75cm 
CLASS 11 Cubhunter    Fences approx 80cm 
CLASS 12 Open   Fences approx 95cm 
 
 
In classes 1-3 there will be a points system for upgrading.  At the end of our jumping season we will be holding a 
Championship. This is open to all, but only those who have qualified by the rider competing in at least four, and the 
pony/horse at least two, of the indoor jumping events in the season, will be eligible for the sponsors prize money and 
trophies.   Anyone out of a class on points during the current season may continue in that class until the end of the 
season to enable them to accumulate points for the Championship prize money.  In addition to the trophies awarded 
on the Championship Day, there will be prize money for the three combinations with the most points gained during 
the season, in each class.   

The Pauline Sansbury Memorial Trophy will be awarded for the rider aged 40 yrs and over at the start of the season 
who gains the most points during the season, in any one class. 
 

Entry fee £7.50 per class - late entries will be £10 per class.
